1) Treasurer’s Report- Bill S

The club has about $6000 in the checking account.  The club also has ~$30,000 in the endowed scholarship fund and continue to strive to achieve the $50,000 mark.

2) Secretary’s Report- Kara

a) Do we need to send numbers for football game watches to OSU?
As of the end of December, Kara has sent the numbers for the game watches to the Alumni Association.

3) Scholarship Report- Steve?
a) Upcoming events for scholarship
Steve has received the list from the University.  14 local students that are in the top 10% of their class has applied and been accepted to OSU.  He has contacted them and sent out applications to 7 of the students.  The students have until February 12 to return the applications, which gives the committee about a week to review the applications.  The interviews will be conducted on February 20th.  Steve is going to contact Steve Drake to see if we can use his boardroom again this year.  The committee is as follows this year:  Daniel Patrick, Charlotte Bukowski, Jerry Orazano (needs confirmation), and Bob Longenecker.  Tom Loew will help as a greeter and Judy also volunteered to help as well.

It was decided to allow the committee to decide whether to offer 1 vs 2 scholarships this year.  Based on Bill’s discussions with the university, we should be able to pay close, if not all, of a full scholarship from the endowed fund. (as a reminder, we no longer received the $600 from the university for one scholarship anymore).

4) Fundraising Report- Betsey

a) Lapel pins--  The club has sold a few this year.  We still have about 90 (out of 250) left to sell
b) 50-50 raffle – The club made $1631 this year.
c) Wine glasses—These have sold well so far.  We have sold 34 out of the 72 so far and have requests for 16 more.  Therefore we only have 18 left to sell.
d) Resuable and drawstring bags—The club has sold out of these items
e) Buckeye necklaces--  The has 3 necklaces available.  These were given to Kara from the Cincinnati club when she visited.
5) Activities
a) Basketball watch party(ies)
